We
will commit ourselves to regular patterns of confession and
forgiveness. And we will celebrate that grace together!

Destination Excellence also demands sufficient preparation,
which enables us to perform the work that we have been called
to do. Ministry done unto the Lord obliges us to be committed
to ambassadorial excellence. We are representatives of God in
a world that is searching for truth. Preparation will assist us in
overcoming the proclivity to display how great we are rather
than how glorious the Savior is. If you are not committed to the
discipline of preparation, you will offer substandard leadership
that will become more of a distraction than a compelling future
that God intends for those who place their hope in Him.

I am excited to be on a journey toward Destination Excellence,
and I invite you to take this expedition with me.

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PROTECTING YOURSELF |
AGAINST BURNOUT

Almost all pastors who have been called by God, start out
loving the pastorate. It is exciting to know that God has
placed such an important calling on your life. When I started
pastoring my goal was to help someone along the way. [ wanted
to help those who did not know Jesus to become believers, and
I wanted those who were already believers in Christ to become
stronger Christians. Even though I’m retired now, that goal has
never changed. Preaching was and continues to be one of the
greatest joys of my life. I love to tell others about Jesus.

I soon found out there was more to being a pastor than
preaching. I found out that churches are not perfect and there
will be problems. During those times when problems arise, it
is good to remember that no church comes without problems.
So, a change in churches is not always the answer. I don’t think
there is a job that comes without problems. In that sense, the
pastor is no different from everyone else.

Frustration, disappointment, discouragement, and bewilder-
ment happen sometimes as a result of problems in the church.
Other times, you can have these feelings as a result of your
own actions. Either way, it saps the joy out of your life. You
feel drained spiritually, mentally, and physically. You get
overloaded with stress and ask yourself, “What is the use in
continuing to be a pastor?” I suppose every pastor knows these
feelings.

During those times of extreme stress, getting into the presence
of God is the first and most important thing to do. The way
to begin is by worshiping. Worship will begin your process of
feeling better.

Also, it is good to follow King Hezekiah’s example when he
was under a load of stress. He laid his problems out before the
Lord and began to pray. As you pray, listen for a word from the
Lord. He has all the answers. Allow God’s peace to cover you
as you put your confidence in Him. Isaiah 26:3 says, “Thou
wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee:
because he trusteth in thee.”
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Next, always have someone in whom you have confidence that
you can talk to. Pastors need someone who will listen to them
and be honest in their replies. Sometimes you need a pat on the
back, and other times you need a fresh outlook. I had my dad
who had been a successful pastor for many years. I also had
several fellow ministers with whom I could talk confidentially,
knowing our conversation would not be the topic of their next
Sunday’s sermon.

In addition, I had great confidence in my wife’s counsel. There
were times my wife would leave Bible scriptures or notes of
wisdom on my bathroom mirror or on my desk that would serve
as an encouragement. Plus, she prays for me daily. Feedback
from a friend goes a long way.

One of my wife’s suggestions was for me to learn to play golf,
since I love sports. That was a blessing. I put it off for a long
time until one day we were driving past a golf outlet and she
insisted that I stop and buy myself a set of golf clubs. She found
out the local community college offered a class on golf, so I
went there to learn how to play. I am not a great golfer; I am
a duffer. But I have spent many happy hours with friends on
the golf course, and it is always relaxing. Doing something
different helps get your mind off work for a while, and that is
always good.

If you feel that you are suffering from burnout, try not to think
so much. Relax and take it as easy as you can. Tomorrow will
be a better day. Don’t get in a hurry; give God a chance to work
things out.

Solomon said there is a purpose for everything under heaven.
No one likes difficult times, but everyone faces them. I
believe going through difficult times made me a better and
more knowledgeable pastor, and I am sure it does the same for
others. Remember, God will never leave you or forsake you.

ACHIEVING YOUR DREAM

Before you were born, God placed a dream in your heart. Some
call it a divine purpose, a life mission, or a ministry call. But
make no mistake — you have it. Your God-given dream is as
much a part of you as the DNA you received from your parents.
You’ll never outgrow it. You’ll never get rid of it. But you do
have a choice: You can ignore it or develop it. If you choose to
develop your dream, it will require pinpoint focus and a refusal
to give up.

In his book, The Pursuit of Excellence, Ted Engstrom
illustrates the need to overcome opposition in order to achieve
your dreams: “Cripple him, and you have a Sir Walter Scott.
Lock him in a prison cell, and you have a John Bunyan. Bury
him in the snows of Valley Forge, and you have a George
Washington. Raise him in abject poverty, and you have an
Abraham Lincoln. Strike him down with infantile paralysis, and
he becomes a Franklin Roosevelt. Burn him so severely that
the doctors say he’ll never walk again, and you have a Glenn
Cunningham who set the world’s one-mile record in 1934.
Deafen him, and you’ll have a Ludwig van Beethoven.
Have him or her born black in a society filled with racial
discrimination, and you’ll have a Booker T. Washington and a
George Washington Carver. Call him a slow learner and write
him off as uneducable, and you have an Albert Einstein.”

Throughout the Bible, we find many examples of ‘“Dream
Achievers” who had to emerge out of their adversity. David
overcame intimidation in his stand against Goliath, Elijah
overcame depression in a cave on Mount Horeb, Esther
overcame fear as she stood before King Ahasuerus, and the
Apostle Paul overcame a barrage of persecution everywhere he
traveled.

HOW DID THEY DO IT?

Paul told the secret to achieving dreams when he said, “This one
thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and
reaching forth unto those things which are before, I press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in
Christ Jesus” (Philippians 3:13-14 KJV).

How can we remain focused and achieve our dreams in spite of
the challenges before us? Here are a few practical tips:

» Keep your dream in view by writing it at the top
of your journal page, jotting it in the flyleaf of your
Bible, or noting it in the daily reminder of your

smartphone. A constant visual prompt will help
you stay on point, so you don’t get distracted by
secondary issues.

* One visual reminder I find helpful is the 13-week,
full-length calendar thumbtacked to the wall next
to my bed. Each morning I review my goals and
each evening I check off my accomplishments. This
dry-erase calendar displays the big picture at a single
glance and helps me see how each day contributes to
the main goal.

* I’ve also used a Vision Board over the last few years
to help me stay focused on my personal goals. This
collage of pictures reminds me to eat healthy, exercise
often, read daily, preach truth, prioritize prayer, live
stress-free, and love my wife as Christ loves me. You
might want to consider using something similar.

* Some church leaders use a popular goal-setting
model called SMART Goals. Using each letter of the
word SMART, we navigate our goals between five
guardrails that keep us on the road to success: Each
goal should be - Specific, Measurable, Attainable,
Realistic, and Timely.

Psychologist Mihaly Csikszentmihalyi said, “Goals transform
a random walk into a chase.” That sounds like the kind of
person I want to be and the kind of church I want to be a part of.
Can it become a reality? I believe it can — through proper goal
setting and determination.

I’'m persuaded these types of methods will help us at the
local church level. Setting the right goals can provide us with
proper direction, and by setting due dates on the calendar, we
are much more likely to reach them, especially when the entire
team works together to fulfill the same dream.

Visionary Walt Disney said, “All our dreams can come true if
we have the courage to pursue them.”

Make it happen.

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THE INSTRUMEN T,

OF EXCELLENCE

As a pastor’s child, a worship pastor for eighteen years, and
now serving as a Lead Pastor, to say that I have encountered
amazing and less than stellar examples of worship services is
a monumental understatement. Worship experiences can be
solemn, convicting, exciting, and leave you contemplating,
“What just happened?” in both positive and negative
reflections. This was not the desire of Paul. As we read in 1
Corinthians 14:40, he instructs the church in this manner, “/et
all things be done decently and in order.”

Why conclude this instruction with this statement and not begin
with it? If you refer to 1 Corinthians 14:26, Paul answers this
question; “Let all things be done for edification.” Edification
should be the central focus in preparing, planning, and
conducting worship services, all centered around the believer,
and distinctly, the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

All things must be done decently and in order, but still
allowing the Holy Spirit to move through and in the worship
experience. A common fallacy adopted by the modern church
has created a church centered on the mechanics of worship
rather than the pure worship of the Master. This is not to say that
we should not strive for excellence in every aspect of our worship
opportunities.

HOWEVER, EXCELLENCE SHOULD NEVER BE CONFUSED

WITH PERFECTION; PERFECTION IS UNOBTAINABLE.

While there are no definitive methodologies that are foolproof
in planning worship services, there are definite steps to
ensure the tone of each service is set with a purity that will bring
edification to the believer and glory to God. The continuity of
worship throughout the church is challenged by style, method,
and the model of worship. Though there is much variance
within the church, there is one goal: to bring glory to God. How
do we achieve this without becoming regimented and a slave
to a schedule? How do we remove our desire and submit to the
sovereignty of God?
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First, remove from your mind, vocabulary, and planning that
you are in control. Just as God can bring chaos into order to
create the heavens and the earth, as well as inspire men to
write the scriptures, He can, without question, inspire a
developed time of worship that is meaningful, impactful, and
brings glory to His great name. This begins with prayer and
meditation. Prayer should be the foundation of planning the
weekly worship service, followed by meditation. In times of
meditation, creativity and inspired planning are clearly brought
into focus. Secondly, if others are involved in the weekly
worship service(s), partner with them in preparation. Not
only can a group collaborate to form an inspiring worship
experience, but they can also work together to execute the
order of worship in a professional, organized, and high-quality
format.

Finally, an excellent worship service has but one headliner, as
well as an audience of one; only one King can be crowned! |
can remember times in my early ministry if the “star” soloist or
team members were to be absent, I would panic. I would worry
all week about how the congregation was going to respond or
even if they would respond. One day while complaining to God
about everyone being away on vacation (all at the same time)
and having my “woe is me” moment, the Spirit of the Lord
asked me a question, “Do they come to hear, see, and worship
you and the team, or do they come to hear, see, and worship
Me?”

It should be the goal of every pastor, worship pastor, worship
team, musician, and each person who has a part within the
worship service to make glorifying God the primary focus.
Will there be times when it seems that nothing good came of
what happened in the worship service? Yes! Will there be times
when you will stand in awe of the service in which you have
participated? Yes! Excellence in conducting a worship service
is understanding that God is in control, and we are just the
instrumentation in the great symphony of His glorious will.

BE READY FORYOUR MOMENT
KNOWING YOUR CALLING IN MINISTRY

Many Christians suffer from the unbalanced tendency to “be
ready” only “out of season.” Second Timothy 4:2 tells us to
“be ready in season and out of season.” Many who read this
scripture feel that season refers to time, but really it refers to
us. This particular verse, “Preach the Word! Be ready in season
and out of season, ” tells us that we should “be ready” whether
we feel like it or not. If we do only what we desire to do, there
would be many that would never do anything. The proof that
our relationship is right with God is that we do our very best
whether we feel like it or not.

I’d like to share a supernatural spiritual moment I experienced
some 30 years ago. [ had been principal and director of a daycare
and school K-8 for about ten years. It was time for a change, so
I sent a resume to Atlanta to apply for a director position with
Kinder Works. This childcare center was built for the Disney
World corporate employees and housed 500 children.

When I received the call for an interview I was elated! Here
was a new challenge that I really wanted. The offer that came
with the position was more than I expected financially. They
called me back for a second interview where I found out that it
was between myself and another applicant. I was told I would
hear from them by the end of the week. Wow, if I was hired this
would be the job of my dreams.

Well, it was Wednesday evening and I still had not heard from
Kinder Works. As usual, we ordered in dinner for our family
and stayed after school for mid-week service. The only thing
different this evening was I asked my husband to bring the
children home with him. I never did this, as I wanted the
kids to get home as early as possible. I later realized why this
happened.

After service I hurried to the van and headed home. It wasn’t
two miles before I heard the voice of God tell me about the
plans He had for our family. He told me that he was going to
change our lives like they had never been changed before. He
told me that he was redirecting my husband’s ministry, and
he would reach and minister to thousands of various cultures
of people from around the world. I started to uncontrollably
weep. By the time my husband arrived home I was still crying.

He asked me what was wrong, and I told him what God had
revealed to me. He shook his head, laughed, and told me I must
have eaten bad pizza for dinner.

At this time Joe had not been contacted about a change in
his ministry. Why would he leave a church where he had
ministered and worked for ten years? God was doing great
things and he had no intention of leaving.

Thursday morning my husband received a call from the New
York Executive Office. They told him that on Wednesday the
state council had voted him in as state evangelism director and
asked if he would accept the position. Knowing what God had
revealed to me the night before, without hesitation, he accepted
the new position. He then headed to the church to humbly tell
me what was happening.

When we arrived home, we checked the answering machine. |
had received a message from Kinder Works congratulating me,
as they were giving me the directorship at Disney. Obviously, I
did not accept the position.

Be ready for your moment, as God has plans for your life. Even
though it may not seem to be a super spiritual moment, listen
and obey. One of the worst traps a Christian can fall into is to
become obsessed with one exceptional moment. You think it
will always be like this with God. No, these times are entirely a
gift from Him. If you wait for lightning to strike, you may end
up missing your moments and His divine inspiration.

Develop an ongoing relationship with God. Be with Him from
the moment you wake up until the moment you fall asleep.
Wherever you go, be with Him and you will not miss your
moment!
